Scents of fresh red fruit, strawberry and cherry, over spicy background with 
notes of oak, lime tree, tobacco leaf and light mineral finish. Intense wine on the mouth, fresh attack from the 
balance of acidity and tannins that give complexity and length wrapping the sensations on the mid-palate
